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About the sacred Place “Hanasoge”
=======================  
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Route from Bangalore to reach Hanasoge is (via Mysore) KR Nagara & Chunchanakatte.
(A = Bengluru & B = Hanasoge)
Hanasoge is a sacred religious place situated in South India region at 203 kilometers from Bengaluru, the capital city of Karnataka State.
This is one of the Village in Krishnarajanagara (KR Nagara) Taluk in Mysore District in Karnataka State. It is located 25.17 km distance from its Taluk Main Town Krishnarajanagara & 57.30 km far from its District Main City Mysore. (As per Wikipedia website details)
The village is on the bank of river Kaveri and is having very good greenery surrounded. The famous temples of this village are Sri Srinivasa Temple with Sri Vyasaraja prathistitha Sri Mukhyaprana Devaru (called Nadee dhadada Anjaneya Swamy), A Mukhyaprana Temple inside the village(Oorolagina Anjaneya), Sri Avimuktheswara Temple with Sri Parvathi Devi Temple and Sri Raghavendra Swamy mrutthika brindanava (210 + years old) with Sri Srinivasa Devaru, Sri Lakshmi Narasimha & Sri Ranganatha Swamy. 
The above mentioned 3 temples are facing east and facing River, just on the River bank
Sri Madhva Ashrama, the holy living ashrama of Sri Sri Vishvanandana Theertharu is also present in front of these temples.
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Sri Raghavendra brindavana is believed to had been established 210+ years back  and this sacred brindavana is 2 feet in height and having statues of Avathara traya MukhyaPranadevaru on three sides except on the front facing side.
Hanuma & Bheema Roopa s are facing East and Sri Madhvarayaru facing North on this brindavana which is facing East direction facing Kaveri River.
The important aspect about this brindavana is, it is having 10 statues of Sri Hari’s Dashavathara on the top borders (on the “thene” part) on the four sides along with Sri Raghavendra’s upasya murthy’s like Sri Rama, Krishna, Narahari, Vedavyasa, Narayana along with Sri Hayagreeva sannidhana.
Hence having 16 Bhagavath Roopa sannidhana with 3 roopa’s of Mukhyaprana sannidhana, this brindavana is a unique in its architecture and sacredness.
Sri Srinivasa statue is having Sridevi & Bhudevi on two sides and Sri Ranganatha Statue is having Sridevi & Bhudevi in sitting position at his lotus feet.
Many yatis of all the Mutts have visited this place and have done pooja to these idols. (but there is no record of such things documented except for stories told by elderly people of that village). Sri Raghavendra Temple is in the mid of Green trees and looks like olden Rushi Ashrama.
Nearby holy places to Hanasoge are 1) Saligrama 2) Chunchanakatte 3) Ramanathapura 4) Rudrapatna 5) Holenarasipura 6) Japadakatte 7) Chikkar Hanasoge (Adinatha Basadi)
Earlier Important aspects about Hanasoge and surrounding places:
It is believed that Shri Rama visited Ramanathapura & Chunchanakatte.
In fact, it is believed, Sri Rama, Seetadevi & Laxman visited Chunchanakatte before meeting Hanuman at Kishkindha.
Dewan Purnaiaha had constructed “Choultry” during 1805 A.D. and established Sri Hanuman statue in Hanasoge, now the choultry is not available but Sri Pranadevaru is well available in the village
Sri Vadirajaru believed had visited Rudrapattana (then it was called “Hayagreevapura” – as mentioned by Vidwan R K Padmanabha) and also Ramanathapura
Sri Sri Sathyadhyana Theertharu & Sri Sri Satyapramoda Theertharu of Uttaradhi Mutt had visited this place several times
Sri Sri Satyaatma Theertharu visited this place during the year 2003, for “Punar Prathistapana” of Sri Mukhyaprana Devaru Statue here
Sri Sri Vishvesha Theertharu visited this place very recently (3 yrs back) for the inauguration of Sri Madhva Ashrama (Sri Sri Vishwanandana Theertha’s Ashrama)
 Earlier Residents of Hanasoge:
Hanasoge village was having more number of Madhva residents once upon a time. All the festivals and Vratha niyamas were followed and being taught to next generation from the long old years.
Sankethis are the group of Smartha Bramhins residing from long time in this village. A good coordination among all the people on important festivals and occasions can be seen here.
The important Events which are celebrated till today in the Village are:
Sri Srinivasa Devara Rathotsava – Palguna Shudda Panchami – by combined celebration from Village people (from padya to Panchami)
Sri Madhva Navami Acharane – from Sri Madhva Ashrama by Sri Sri Vishwanandana Theertharu
Sri Raghavendra Gurugala Aradhane – by Hanasoge Gramabhivruddhi Trust
Dhatri Havana – during Karthika Maasa - by Hanasoge Gramabhivruddhi Trust
Shivaratri celebration – by entire village people & supported by Hanasoge Grambhivruddh Trust
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
