Hail Mary the Queen Children’s Choir 

The Hail Mary the Queen Children’s Choir (HMTQCC) started in 1999 as a choral group serving the Immaculate Conception Parish in Cubao, Quezon City.   Its founders, Ulan and Dinna Sarmiento, had the aim of preserving the heritage of sacred music through Latin, English and Filipino repertoire. 

 Through the tutelage of dedicated musicians and educators, Maria Theresa Vizconde-Roldan and Jude B. Roldan, the choir members receive intensive training on musicality and chorale artistry every week.   Eucharistic celebrations and feasts became their concert halls.  They turned transparochial when they became part of the music ministry of Mary the Queen Parish in Greenhills, San Juan in 2001 and Christ the King Parish in Greenmeadows, Quezon City in 2004.  Not only do they acquire the skills on vocal music but they also learn the value of commitment, service and prayer. 

With the aim of promoting excellence, the HMTQCC joined the 3rd Choir Olympics in Bremen, Germany in July 2004. Under the baton of Ma. Theresa Vizconde-Roldan, they came home with a gold medal and the title of Choir Olympic Champion in the Music of the Religions Category.  In November 2007, they once again came home with resounding success when they joined the 1st Asian Choir Games in Jakarta, Indonesia.  These children, whose youngest member is only nine years old, garnered a gold medal in the Gospel and Spiritual Category and silver medals in both Musica Sacra and Musica Contemporanea categories.
A twist in the life of this parish choir became distinct when several parishes, and religious and lay organizations have asked the group to sing for artistic exhibition and/or to help raise funds for their own apostolate. They performed in Cebu and Bohol in 2004, rendered several concerts in Metro Manila and a concert series in Greater Los Angeles, USA in 2005 and in 2008 for the Sisters of Social Service. They also became part of cultural entertainment of the Malacañang Palace during diplomatic gatherings.  They even performed at the Carnation Gardens in Disneyland in Annaheim, California in 2008.
To date, HMTQCC’s rallying call: “Our song, Our prayer” permeates their every performance.

She also serves on the faculty of the Ateneo de Manila High School Department as a music teacher and Glee Club moderator. She is currently working on her master’s degree in choral conducting at the University of Santo Tomas and she is a member of the International Federation for Choral Music. She was also an adjudicator in the 2007 National Competition for Young Artists (NAMCYA) for Children’s Choir.
