The 5'3ECH class Battlectuiser,
while similar ta the BH-2 Rattleship,
appedrs to have a different mission set
cut for it by the Gom Alliance com-
manders. The BH-Z2 was designed
sperifically as a full scale attack ship
the S'SECH seems to be more of a
defensive craft. These wessels have
crly been seen oecasionally along the
border areas between the Federation
ard the Gorns. They patrol individu-
ally and have been known o be in
action at least once while subjugating
a rebel planet withln the Gomn sphere
of influence, '

This class represents the latest in
Gomn technology that has become
apparcnt Lo Star Fleel Intelligence, At
least 50 of these vessels have becn
meliably confirmed as completed or
fittlng out, but it is not know how
many more ships of this class are
under construction.

The 55L0H class is alsa designed
for extended missions and tours of
duty. Sources within the Gom Alli-
ance have confirmed that these ves-
sels have undergone several decp
spact missions into the unknown
regions of the galaxy away from the
Federation and Remulan borders. As
an exploratdon ship and as a border
patrol vessel, this class is the best that
the Gomns have to offer.

The S'SECH class Battlecruiser is
compact, despite its slze. The hull
houses all butthe warp engines, which
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are configured on massive horizontal
wing struts. Along the center of the
ship is the hangar bay, which houses
[our -3 shullecrall. Interestingly,
the {zorn hawve purposefully limited
the number of emergency ransporters
to one 3o that it 15 virtually impossible
for the large crew to leave the vessel in
time to avold any catastrophy. 1t is
assurmned that this is supposed to give
the crew Incentive to fight untl the
end, if it comes to that, But since the
ondy other vessel name that Intclll-
gence knows about for this class is
UGUSTHAA, which translatesas “The
Unconguerable One®, perhaps the
lack af transparters 1s simply an alien
version of the old *TITANIC theory”
of over-confidence.
