ive hundred years ago,
Fa Dominican priest

by the name of An-
tonio de Montesinos, in an
island somewhere in what
is now known as the Do-
minican Republic, deliv-
ered a homily that sparked
the discussion on human
rights and set the stage for
the development of mod-
ern international law.

Fr. Montesino’s plight
was not easy. When he
condemned the horrible
mistreatment of the na-
tives by his fellow Span-
iards, he earned the ire
of the Spanish authorities. At
that time, Europe thought that
they were the only human oc-
cupants on earth. To them,
those strange creatures who
spoke strange languages, wore
strange clothes, and acted with
strange behaviours, were noth-
ing but intelligent animals.

The gospel today describes
to us the tremendous power
of evangelization, and how it

can transform the world and
improve social conditions. The
gospel also provides us guide-
lines on how to be effective in
that mission.

The first is the principle of
solidarity. Two by two, Jesus
sent his disciples. The Spanish
authorities distorted the stories
to destroy the reputation of
the Dominican friar. His cause
could have easily died in vain.
Undaunted, his fellow Domin-
icans in that island, including
his superior, rallied behind Fr.

Montesinos. There is power in
solidarity.

The second is faith. The gos-
pel assures us: Jesus has given
us the authority over unclean
spirits. Unclean spirits are not
only those that drive school
children to mass hysteria. Fr.
Montesinos and his fellow
Dominicans saw the atrocities
committed by fellow Spaniards
against the natives. They saw
the evil in the society. Unclean
spirits are all over the place.
They are at the barangay halls,

at the city halls, at the
provincial halls, at the
halls of justice, yes, -
even at parish halls.
God has given us
the power to identify
them and the author-
ity to dispel them.

The third is freedom
from bondage. Jesus
tells us not to bring
even a spare tunic.
Jesus is not actually
telling us not to bring
our clothes and shoes.
What he wants is for
us to leave behind our
egos. Egos are un-
necessary burdens that breed
selfishness, greed and apathy.
If Fr. Montesinos was not
detached from his ego and
his comfortable lifestyle, he
could have never delivered
such a homily.

Solidarity, faith, and free-
dom from bondage are com-
ponents of effective evange-
lization. They provide us the
power, strength and fortitude
to bring the Catholic faith to
the streets without fear or fa-
VOr.

In accordance with Vatican II, the Congregation for

Divine Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments

issued the Directory on Popular Piety in 2001 to re-
evaluate different devotions and popular piety. The Direc-
tory (n. 205) emphasizes the beautiful sign of the “filial
relationship” with the faithful and Mary:

The history of Marian piety also includes “devotion” to
various scapulars, the most common of which is devotion
to the Scapular of Our Lady of Mount Carmel. Its use is
truly universal and, undoubtedly, it is one of those pious
practices which the Council described as “recommended

the patronage of Mary, the holy Mother of God. Through
the efforts of the crusader Berthold, a group of hermits liv-
ing on Mount Carmel were organized into an Order after
the traditional Western type about the year 1150. Oppressed
by the Saracens, the monks slowly immigrated to Europe.
During the night preceding the sixteenth of July, 1225, the
Blessed Virgin is said to have commanded Pope Honorius

III to approve the foundation.

Since the Carmelites were still under
constant harassment, the sixth General
of the Order, St. Simon Stock, pleaded
with the Blessed Virgin for some special
sign of her protection. Mary appeared to
St. Simon Stock on July 16, 1251, and
gave him the scapular with the follow-
ing words, which are preserved in a four-
teenth century narrative: “This will be for
you and for all Carmelites the privilege,
that he who dies in this will not suffer
eternal fire.” She designated the scapu-
lar as the special mark of her maternal
love. That is why the present feast is also
known as the feast of the Scapular. The
scapular, as part of the habit, is common
to many religious Orders, but it is a spe-
cial feature of the Carmelites. A smaller
form of the scapular is given to lay per-
sons in order that they may share in the
great graces associated with it.

The feast of Our Lady of Mount Car-
mel was instituted for the Carmelites in
1332, and extended to the whole Church
by Benedict XIII in 1726.

The Scapular of Mount Carmel is a reduced form of
the religious habit of the Order of the Friars of the Blessed
Virgin of Mount Carmel. Its use is very diffuse and often

,independent of the life and spirituality of the Carmelite

The Scapular is an external sign of the filial relationship
established between the Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother and

Queen of Mount Carmel, and the faith-

ful who entrust themselves totally to
her protection, who have recourse to
her maternal intercession, who are
mindful of the primacy of the spiri-
tual life and the need for prayer.

The Scapular is imposed by a
special rite of the Church which de-
scribes it as “a reminder that in Bap-
tism we have been clothed in Christ,
with the assistance of the Blessed
Virgin Mary, solicitous for our con-
formation to the Word Incarnate,
to the praise of the Trinity, we may
come to our heavenly home wearing
our nuptial garb.”

The imposition of the Scapular
should be celebrated with “the seri-
ousness of its origins. It should not be
improvised. The Scapular should be
imposed following a period of prepa-
ration during which the faithful are
made aware of the nature and ends of
the association they are about to join
and of the obligations they assume.”

Basilica and Naga Parishes to Use the
New Roman Missal English Translation

The Basilica and the Naga Parishes will start using
the new Roman Missal in all masses starting August
1, 2012. This means that prayers and responses that
have been recited for four decades are changed to a
new format.

Although the Bicol Mass has been revised already
several years ago, the New English Translation will
still be used in the Philippines formally on the 1st
Sunday of Advent in December 2012.
